According to the 

committee, the exercise is designed to 

strengthen LSUIC’s governance framework by 

addressing gaps, clarifying ambiguities, and 

incorporating progressive ideas that reflect the 

evolving needs of its members. Students and 

affiliates are encouraged to provide clear pro-

posals, revised provisions, and well-justified 

rationales to support their submissions. The 

CRC noted that this inclusive approach en-

sures that the revised constitution reflects col-

lective ownership and promotes transparency, 

accountability, and institutional growth. Sub-

missions can be made by scanning the official 

QR code provided by the committee.

THE COUNTDOWN TO JINAN 2026 HAS BEGUN WITH THE APPOINTMENT OF THE CONFERENCE COMMITTEE  

The NEC  has announced the appointment 

of the 20th Annual General Conference 

Committee, marking a significant step to-

ward hosting the landmark event in Jinan 

City, Shandong Province, by July 2026. The 

appointment, made by National President 

His Excellency Mr. Olano Teah Bloh on 

April 6, 2026, places Scholar Enoch Kwateh 

Dongbo at the helm as Chairman, supported 

by a dynamic team of student leaders tasked 

with delivering a successful conference. 

Described as a strategic move toward excel-

lence and transformation, the committee will 

oversee planning, logistics, budgeting, and 

overall program execution for the Union’s 

highest decision-making assembly. Mean-

while, the confirmation process has already 

commenced at the level of the Council of 

Coordinators (CoC), in line with constitu-

tional requirements. Upon final approval, the 

committee will be formally inducted to 

begin full scale operations. Congratulations 

with high anticipation.  

The NEC  has announced the appoint-

ment of its Independent Elections Com-

mission (IEC), signaling a decisive step 

toward strengthening democratic govern-

ance and electoral integrity within the Un-

ion. The appointment, made on April 14, 

2026, by National President His Excellen-

cy Mr. Olano Teah Bloh, empowers the 

Commission to oversee all aspects of the 

Union’s electoral process. The decision 

aligns with key provisions of the 2020 

Amended LSUIC Constitution and under-

scores the commitment to transparency and 

accountability. Heading the Commission is 

Mr. Aaron S. Pittman of the University of 

Science and Technology of China, support-

ed by a team of experienced officers and 

commissioners drawn from various cities 

across China. The IEC is mandated to de-

sign electoral guidelines, supervise candi-

date eligibility, manage voting processes, 

resolve disputes, and certify election out-

comes. Meanwhile, confirmation of the 

appointees is pending at the Council of 

Coordinators. LSUIC leadership is urging 

all members and stakeholders to cooperate 

fully in ensuring a credible, peaceful, and 

transparent election process.
